GROUP ASSIGNMENTS: There will be projects duning the semester that will mvolve group work outside of class.
Group members will be aszigned in claszs. Each group will turn in a single project. For a given group, the same amount of
credit will be given to all members of the group.

“Researcher Number™ which will determine particular aspecis of the aszignment. The statement of the individual

assipmment can be found m the PHY25) webaite. Material and technigues addressed in the Individual Assignment
should be considered to be valid test material.

HOME QUIZZES: In order fo get credit for these quizzes, they mmst be completed and electromcally submitted
Quizzes mvolve mformation that has been covered m previous science and math classes at erther the university or lugh
school level. Skalls covered by these quizzes are essential tocls for the courze. Due dates are found on the calendar.

*  Although credit will be grven for the quiz block even m a perfect score 13 never achieved, an inability to achieve a
perfect score points toward a significant deficiency in the mathematical skill being examined in the quiz block.
This deficiency should be given zerious consideration by the student.
