2. Discuss student s answers and list on chalkboard or overhead projector.

3. Instructor demonstrates a concept map by using an overhead projector. The main
concept of the Crvil War will be outlined using three branches. The three branches
are labeled: Canse of War, Famous Battles, and Famous Events.

4. Instructor demonstrates how to branch off from the three main topics by using

student answers listed on chalkboard and explains to learners that they will
research

information on the three branches of the concept map to produce a completed

concept map.
