You will be allowed 60 minutes
to take the exam.

The exam 1s self-explanatory. No questions will be allowed unless a student
believes there 15 a typographical or printing error.

It 1s
recommended that vou re-work all homework problems. You could work the
corresponding problems from the textbook. (See assignment sheet)
To review and re-try the online problems, go to vour gradebook in
coursecompass, click on the word “review’™ in blue for an assignment. Once you
select a problem, vou may have to click on “similar example™ in order to generate
a different problem.

Students need to know the formulas for the penimeter and area of a rectangle or
square and the simple mnterest formula. Anv other needed formulas will be

provided.

Exams from previous semesters are available on the web page.
These are good for review purposes, but not a guarantee of what will or will not
be on the exam. Do not use these past exams as vour only means of studying.
