Hard Problems: problems not yet solved (technological) & complex
systems (inferactions, interfaces)

Assumptions:

— User interface critical ( EPace systems: run by officers, but executed by
junior enlisted personnel (18-23 yrs old), Aircraft {;:Hlnts are officers,

support activities (like mamtenance repalr] done by junior enlisted
« But future space systems envision "Spar:e planes” with officer model

— Must be done right the first time (little tolerance for unmet requirements)

Expertise valued: Operations. Previous positions held. Seniority.

Technical graduate degrees (but only from top tier schools) — but
PhDs discouraged (too academic and esoteric)

Good/elegant designs: Look like an airplane or are controlled by a
joystick; visual depictions preferred for information; look “simple”
(fewer knobs, choices, flexibility)
