Course Purpose: The primary purpose of social studies 1s to help young people develop the ability to “make informed and reasoned
decisions for the public good as citizens of a culturally diverse, democratic society 1n an mterdependent world ™ (NC5S, Expectations

of Excellence, p. vi1). ELE 3340 is structured to assist in prepanng pre-service teachers to teach social studies in elementary and
middle schools. Course goals include helping pre-service teachers to develop: a) confidence in their teaching abihities; b) knowledge of
sorial studies content and sequences; and c) the ability to select and utilize developmentally and age appropnate materials and

techniques. ELE 3340 1s essential in helping pre-service teachers acquire knowledge, interactive and informational processing skalls,
attitndes, and commitments necessary for effecoive teaching of the social studies in elementary and mddle schools.
