Course Structure

The goal of Caleulus 3 is to become comfortable with caleulus in multiple variables. The course will begin
by covering the process of working in three dimensions, including vectors and coordinate changes, and will
proceed to increasingly more sophisticated techniques for extending calenlus concepts to three dimensions.
The difficulty of the class increases steadily thronghout the semester, so if yon are already familar with
vectors, don’t be fooled by the first few weeks of material. We will cover chapters 11-14 in the book.
