To provide students with a conceptual understanding of basic multivanate statistical analysis

procedures. Students will be expected to perform some basic calculations and to be able to use a
statistical packape such as 5P55 to analyze multivariate data. The focus will be on improving criical
thinking and reasomng rather than on rote memonzation of formulas and procedures.
